9 And as soon as Aaron spoke to the whole
congreqgation of the people of Israel, they lookead
toward the wilderness, and behold, the glory: of

the LorD appeared in the cloud. ** And the LORD saio
to Moses, ** | have heard the grumbling of the
oeople of Israel. Say to them, At twilight you shall
eat meat, and in The morning you shall be filled with
bread. Then you shall know that | am the LorD your

God.™
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* Then the LorD said to Moses, "Behold, | am about
to rain bread from heaven for you, and the people
shall go out and gather a day's portion every day,
that | may test them, whether they will walk in my
law or not. ® On the sixth day, when they prepare
what they bring in, it will be fwice as much as they
gather daily.” ® So Moses and Aaron said to all the
oeople of Israel, "At evening you shall know that it
was the LorD who brought you out of the land of
Eqypt, 7 and in The morning you shall see the glory of
the LORD, because he has heard your grumbling
against the Lorp. For what are we, that you grumble
against us?”
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They set out from Elim, and all the congregation or
the people of Israel came to the wilderness of Sin,
which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fitteenth day
of the second month after they had departed from
the land of Egypt. * And the whole congregation of
the people of Israel grumbled against Moses and
Aaron in the wilderness, ° and the people of Israel
said to them, "Would that we had died by the hand
of the LorD in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the
meat pots and ate bread to the tull, for you have
brought us out info this wilderness to kill this whole
assembly with hunger.”
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> And vyou shall remember the whole way that -

the LorD your God has led you these forty years in the
wilgderness, that he might humble you, testing you to
know what was in your heart, whether you would keep
Nis commandments or -not. ° And he humbled you

and let you hunger and fed you with manna, which
you did not know, nor did your fathers know, that he
Might make you know that man does not live by bread
alone, but man. lives by every word that comes from
the mouth of the Lorbp. ¢ Your clothing did not wear out
OoNn you and your tfoot did not swell these forty

vears. °> Know then in your heart that, as a man
disciplines his son, the LorD your God disciplines you.
